to provide clean drinking water to communities of Negros Oriental. 
 

Silliman Water is founded on service not profit, and is a ministry to 
communities in need.  It is a response to the alarm raised by the World 
Health Organization, revealing that a rising global epidemic today is the lack 
of clean drinking water. Approximately three million people die each year 
from water-related illnesses, most of them children.  According to the 
Department of Health in the Province of Negros Oriental, diseases acquired 
through the consumption of water rank among the leading causes of death: 
Diarrhea ranks no.4; Parasitism ranks no. 14; Amoebiasis ranks no. 18; 
Hepatitis A ranks no. 23.

Silliman Water has established a clean water processing station and training 
center on the campus of Silliman University.  This clean water processing 
station bottles 1000 gallons a day of clean water.  The bottled water is 
divided, a portion of which is sold to the community in the vicinity of the 
Silliman University campus to generate minimal income for sustainability, 
development and outreach.  This ensures that there is an amount of income 
that can sustain the facility, enable the development of appropriate clean 
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water technology for the community and make it possible to offer the other 
portion as free clean drinking water to the outreach communities.    
 

 
The rise in illness and deaths due to the 
consumption of water is related to the 
contamination of the traditional sources of 
drinking water that through education and 
appropriate technology can be reversed.  The 
rivers and streams, the open dug wells and the 
shallow pump wells are increasingly 
contaminated by the mismanagement of waste 
and sewerage disposal as the community 
population increases. 
 

The Silliman Water Approach is wholistic.  It begins with the identification 
of an outreach community that is registering an increase in water 
consumption related illness.   
 

 
 
���������	   Silliman Water provides the community clean drinking water 
as an intervention to the crisis.  As the community realizes the impact of 
clean water on curing and curbing the diseases, appreciation of clean water 
is realized and commitment to clean water in the community can begin. 
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��	   Silliman Water introduces the “One Home One Cone” 
principle in water filtration.  This is the introduction of an appropriate clean 
water technology that a single family can maintain.  The technology is 
commonly known as “clay pot filtration” or “cone filtration”.  This is a 
simple device in which water is filtered through a clay pot cone pictured in 
the Approach board above. 
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�� :  Silliman Water understands that the root cause of 
contaminated water is in the management of waste and sewerage water in 
communities.   This phase of the project introduces education on waste and 
sanitation management and offer assistance and training on the construction 
of bio-sand toilets.  The concept of the whole approach is pictured above. 
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1. One Home One Cone water processing system:  This is assistance 
toward securing a One Home One Cone unit to a family. 

2. Materials for Bio-Sand Toilets:  This is assistance toward securing 
materials toward the building of a Bio-Sand Toilet for a family.
